Bewitched, Bothered and Bewildered
One sometimes wonders how golf courses come by their names.

In the case of Barefoot Resort Courses it is fairly easy to figure out. How-
ever, in the case of The Witch, The Wizard, Man O’ War, the former Rob-
bers Roost and perhaps a few others, it may not be so obvious. Is there
something of which we are not aware about the location, land or history of
the region? Or, are those names created simply as a cute marketing ploy to
bring attention and set them apart from others?

In the case of The Witch, scheduled for a December 6 Travel
Day, there is something a little mystical about its setting. There is no develop-
ment around the course - no homes, no hotels, no stores. It was built among
500 acres of wetlands, cypress swamps, lagoons, ponds, lakes and undis-
turbed thick forests. With one’s imagination “running just a little wild,”  one
can visualize this place as a perfectly secluded playground for witches boil-
ing up their secretive brews and conjuring up evil spirits so they can work
their magic. The developers of The Witch even made the spire on top of the
Clubhouse look like a pointed witch’s hat.

Regardless of all the marketing hype, the golf course has some
depth and challenge. It was designed by Dan Maples, one of the most pro-
lific and successful “coastal designers”, especially on the Grand Strand. Maples also designed local and visitor favorites The

Heritage Club and Oyster Bay Golf Links. Maples typical haz-
ards and pitfalls are prevalent on The Witch including forced car-
ries over natural areas, challenging fairway and greenside bun-
kers, tightly wooded fairways (pictured in right photo), water a
plenty (pictured in left photo) and greens undulation. According to
some, it is one of the most underrated golf courses on the Strand.
The Witch was awarded “Best Overall Value at the Beach” by
Golf Magazine while Golf Digest gave it a rank of 4 1/2 stars in
its “Best Places to Play” survey.

Hopefully, The Witch’s challenges and mystical aura won’t
bewitch, bother or bewilder you too much. Head Pro Graham
Williams has conjured up an outstanding rate of $30 per player for
Barefoot members. Call 843-390-3200 by December 4, 12:00 noon
to sign up. First tee time is 12:23 pm  with double teeing in effect.
We will adhere to a strict 48-hour cancellation policy for this Travel
